1- Policing Training: In which the personality of
the female officer in the police system is refined
according to a specialized training program dif

ferent from the civil life style, which includes in-

fantry movements, military formations, weapons
training, and physical fitness. The program also
includes a course to prepare various skills, includ-
ing self-defense, tower jumping, raids, guarding

VIPs, and how to deal with dangerous and wanted

persons.

2- Academic Training: At this stage, they are giv-
en various academic materials by specialized lec-
turers, including: (Penal Code - Code of Crim-
inal Procedure - Police materials such as security
awareness and public duties - educational materi-
als on first aid ) and many others.
