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Local and International Cooperation

RDEP gives asocial attention to the cooperation with local partners to
implement duties and tasks in order to be able to deliver it's message and
goals to all society slices, in which the department cooperates deeply with
the ministry of environment which considered a strategic partner in addition
to the other governmental agencies especially those which are competent to
the environmental matter.

Regarding the international cooperation the RDEP concerns in deepening
relations with international partners, this is reflected positively on
implementing programs developing work, and raising it's staff efficiency . The
RDEP in cooperation with Interpol /Environmental Crimes Unit on June/2015
held a local and other regional conference under the patronage of her royal
highness princess Alia Bint Al-Hussein under the title of “The middle East and
north African regional conference about Environmental security”.

Many workshops are held for personnel of the REDP in cooperation with
USAID regarding to the social species and the management directed by
results, and a social marketing course in cooperation with GIZ aiming to
develop staff capacities in designing and implementing awareness campaigns
based on scientific standards.

Increase cooperation with civil society organization to empower the concept
of environmental security to reduce the environmental violations and preserve
biodiversity.

Replace the department vehicles by eco-friendly ones to make it an ideal
example for the local community and to reflect the truthful Image of the
department, embodied through it's practices in protecting the environment
effectively.

Innovate a mobile environmental lab capable of performing various technical
examinations to support other systems for reaching to the faraway areas
enabling the department to know the environmental situations in those areas.
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Back to school campaign : At the beginning of each year RDEP
participate in all public health and safety committees in the provinces
of the kingdom to carry out inspection rounds to all schools in the
kingdom to make sure that the level of cleanliness of water tanks,
school canteens and the environment around the school as well as
holding educational courses for workers in the field of food providers
for students and the importance of safety and how to save it.

Logging campaign : The forest area in Jordan is limited and there is
a great assaults located, monitoring these forests by our patrols and
in cooperation with the ministry of Agriculture and the directorates
of forestry, are intensified in the winter season in a try to reduce
and minimize the attacks on the trees, RDEP communicates with
residents of neighboring forest areas and make them aware of the
importance of preserving the forest wealth and their cooperation with
the competent authorities and report any assaults may fall near them.

. Slaughtering campaign (Al Adha) : at the start of Eid Al-Adha each year

RDEP with GAM (Grater Amman municipality) in governorates start
to monitor indiscriminate slaughter outside the designated Area and
campaigning and distributing leaflet Awareness about the damages
of slaughtering outside the specified Areas on the environment and
groundwater with the necessity of complying with health conditions
and monitoring of dealers to remove the waste after the end of the
holly feast.

. Anti-littering : RDEP in collaboration with its partners monitors

littering from vehicles, and the dumping of waste in hiking in public
places . The management focuses during lectures with friends of
environments on the need for concerted efforts and not to dump
waste in public places as they both significantly damage the soil and
reflects the Image of uncivilization , during September 2015 RDEP
participated in campaign “Throw it Right” launched by her Royal
Highness princess Basma bint Talal in partnership with the ministry
of environment and Amman municipality and also supported by the
German International cooperation .

Social Responsibility

RDEP considers itself an integral part from this society, incumbent upon it a
lot of things to serve the society through all of it's sections and branches in all
the kingdom as a part of the concept of social unity and the sense of national
responsibility to people who are in a need.

And depending on that the RDEP did many initiatives during 2015 in order to
serve the local society, and the last of which is drawing a hope image on the
face of cancer kids by a visit to Al Hussein cancer by sharing kinds a whole
day doing many Activities such as, Radio interviews on Amen F.M, and doing
entertainment competitions And granting gifts in Al-Adha feast celebrations.
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Campaigns

The Royal department for Environmental protection performs various and
permanent campaigns across the kingdom in order to highlight the Importance
of the Environment and protection of protection of natural Resources from
pollution and sustainability, and trying through these campaigns to educate
citizens and raise awareness of the importance of concerted all efforts to
stop the attacks and violations against the environment surrounding it , and
protecting health and the future of the next generations. The RDEP performs
the following campaigns :-

1. Vehicle exhausting Campaigns: undertaken by RDEP daily,
permanently, and continuously where all vehicles are controlled
through patrols deployed in all parts of the kingdom, and the vehicle
license of such vehicles is preserved and transferred to the central
traffic department until repairing it and to check that ones by the
drivers and the vehicle licensing department. A two-weeks campaign
awareness usually precedes those campaigns In which text messages
are sent to diesel car owners to check and to inspect their cars, as
well as distributing leaflets during this campaign . During awareness
period neither preservations nor detaining of any license documents
will be made. It has reached the number of vehicles that were stopped
during the 2015 inspection by more than ninety thousand Vehicle
while the violated vehicles estimated to be forty thousand vehicles.

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2. Olive oil extract (Alzibar) campaign at the beginning of olive pressing

In order to improve citizen service RDEP has been developed website

Friends of Environment ) courses through the site to increase the
members of Friends of Environment and also give him/ her opportunity
to select suitable time to get advantage of the session.

RDEP interested in training and raising the capacity of staff through
participating them in specialized local and international courses,
Workshops and conferences about environmental affairs. So, the
department attached (797) officers and non-commissioned officers in
(189) courses held in public security institutes, and local courses held
in the royal department for environmental protection in cooperation
with local and international partners.

RDEP decided to expand geographically to observe the environmental
situation in the whole kingdom and to help their stockholders. In
2015 the southern branches in Agaba and Ma'an were established
according to the urgent need and residences demand.

In 2015 the organizational Diagram were developed and Adjusted in line
with the department’s experiences and goals. The adjusted contains
different aspects such establishing environmental investigation units
and comprehensive quality office and internal control.

The main operation room were established and furnished with
controlling screen, call devices and installed GBS for all the department’s
vehicles, in addition to purchased six mutsubishi 4*4 vehicles model
2016, and six exhaust checking device (gasoline and diesel).

Achieving sustainable development needs to
take into consideration its three dimensions:
economic, social and environmental in an
integrated manner.

“The subject of this conference is also the fight of our generation. The entire
planet” is endangered by climate change. Responding to individual crises as
they arise is not enough. It is simply impossible. We must act collectively,
with foresight, responsibility and determination.

All countries have a stake. My country is on the receiving end of this
challenge in many ways: Jordan is already the second water-poorest country
on earth. We import more than 90 percent of our energy. We are in a strug-
gle to create jobs and provide opportunities, especially for youth, over 70
percent of our population. Meantime, we remain a safe haven for refugees
fleeing regional violence. Now, hosting 1.4 million Syrians — one for every
five Jordanians — Jordan has one of the top two refugee populations per
capita in the world.

If global climate change continues on today’s trajectory, the challenges will
increase exponentially. These harsh realities are why Jordan has been
integrating energy and environmental approaches into a sustainable, long-
term national development strategy. In 2013, we were the first in our region
to produce a comprehensive, forward-looking National Climate Change
Policy.In the past year alone, we have made greater strides towards energy
independence and enhancing energy efficiency than in the entire life of our
country. This year we opened the largest wind farm in the Arab World. And
we have taken the first steps in switching Jordan’s public-sector fleet to
eco-friendly electric vehicles.”
